Jamestown, Virginia—est. 1607 (also Plymouth, Mass. Briefly)



“proprietary colony”



“gentleman adventurers—“starving time”(1609)



Powhatan Confederation



Indentured servitude (seven years of labor for passage; freedom clothes and goods)



John Rolfe—hybrid tobacco (1613)—m. Pocahaontas (who d. 1617 of smallpox in London)




Extensive (rather than intensive) cultivation and consequent population sprawl




Classic Southern plantation/ county organization (cf New England towns and surrounding farms)



Military discipline ended—1618



Chief Openchacanough—March 22, 1622



Revocation of corporate charter, conversion to crown colony—1624

1644 (and superseding 1663) charters guarantee RI independence and religious liberty

Maryland—est. 1632



George Calvert, Lord Baltimore—refuge for Catholics



Proprietary—annual quitrent paid to Calverts



“Headright” system: for every man’s passage paid—100 free acres of land; for every woman or child’s—50 free acres (subject to quitrent payments); if enough passages guaranteed to accumulate 2000 acres, then a “manor” with power of low justice



Toleration Act—1649—religious freedom for all Christians



Anglican Church “established”—1692
