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PROBLEM FOUR

 In the U. S. National Government course we note that American foreign policy decisions are a result of the interplay among three factors:

1. National interest (i.e. what's in it for us?);

2. Idealism (i.e. what should we do?); and

3. Capacity (i.e. what do we actually have the power to do?)
