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SECOND EXAM


Assume that a client, C, owns and operates retail establishments in a number of states (i.e. not just Illinois.) C has found a disturbing pattern in the operation of his businesses: roads providing access to his businesses will be torn up for repairs (severely limiting access and lessening profits) and then work will be suspended for extended periods of time for no discernable reason (e.g. not weather-related.) C wishes to (1) accelerate the reconstruction process for those roads already torn up; (2) seek compensation for loss of business resulting from unreasonable and excessive time spent on repairs; and (3) take steps to assure that each state in which he operates has a policy of rapid road repair once construction is under way. 

Accordingly:

1) Describe the function of each office of the executive branch and explain whether or not it would be fruitful for C to contact that office and why;

2) Explain the life cycle of lawsuit from inception through final appeal on a state level;

3) Explain how a bill becomes a law so as to put a binding legislative mandate for completion within a reasonable amount of time in place for each state in which C does business.

As C does business in a number of states, you cannot be sure what levels of court and what particular executive offices may exist, thus you must FULLY explain each possibility in order to be complete. As road repair is a state issue, no federal remedies would apply for C.
